This 500-yard range is traditionally known as “the rifleman’s 

quarter-mile.”  A rifleman can hit just about any target he can see. 
 

Learn correct firing positions and proper use of the 

sling.  Hear some little-known Revolutionary War history and reaffirm your heritage.  Become a more 

influential citizen and make America a better place.

Ammunition: At least 250 rounds per day. 

Scope OK.  GI web sling strongly recommended. 

Eye and ear protection.  Mat or ground cloth. 

Hat and sunscreen.  Rain gear, layered clothes. 

Water, lunch, snacks.  Some friends!!

New Shooters – learn fundamentals and make quick progress. 

 

Experienced Shooters – learn techniques to tighten your groups. 

 

Experts – polish skills, become an RWVA Instructor in Training.
